Junior Members’ Code of Conduct
This Code of Conduct is for all junior players who play for or represent Strathmore Cricket Club. Most players follow these few simple rules - especially the best players and clubs who are very competitive and yet still play cricket in a sporting and enjoyable manner.

Remember, you are representing Strathmore Cricket Club. Do not do anything which will cause people to think badly of the club.
1. Do your best.  Try your hardest.  Be proud to walk off the field knowing that you have done all you could do.


2. Always be polite to umpires and accept their decisions.  Never argue with an umpire or say anything rude to them.

Don’t appeal for a dismissal unless you really think the batsman is out.  


3. Treat all players as you would like to be treated.  

4. Play the game fairly and within the rules.


5. Work together with your coach, captain and team-mates.

6. Encourage your team mates – don’t criticise them when they do something wrong or badly. No-one makes mistakes on purpose.

7. Respect the ability of your opponents:   

· Don’t over do your celebrations when you take a wicket.
· Never argue with your opponent.

· Don’t say or do anything to try and put your opponent off or upset them – no sledging.
· Never swear.
· Never threaten or bully your opponent.


8. Always wear your whites and team shirts for matches.
9. Always wear a helmet when batting or when standing up during wicket-keeping.

10.  Always wear suitable clothing and shoes for practice.
11.  Always turn up for practice sessions and matches on time.
12.  Make sure you know when games are on and check whether you are playing.
13.  If you have to call off from a match – make sure that someone tells the manager or coach.
Code of Conduct for Parents
The club needs your help if we are to make sure that junior cricket is well run and provides positive, enjoyable opportunities for children and young people to play the game. Please assist us by sticking to a few basic rules:
1. Make sure that your son or daughter understands the club’s code of conduct for junior players and sticks to it.
2. If you are providing transport to games, or helping to supervise cricket activities, expect the children or young people you are supervising to behave within the code

3. Make sure that your son or daughter arrives on time for practice sessions and matches – appropriately dressed and with any equipment they need.
4. Make sure that your son or daughter comes along to Monday night practice sessions able to tell the coach or manager whether they are available to play in up and coming matches.
5. If your son or daughter misses a Monday evening practice session, check whether they are selected for any games.
6. If your son or daughter has to call off from a match, make sure that you tell the coach or manager at the earliest opportunity.
7. Support our activities whenever you can – whether that’s providing transport, participating in fundraising, helping on the field or just coming along to lend moral support when the boys and girls are playing
